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High School Summer Workshop 2008 

 

The Bridges to Computing High School Summer Workshop is a Brooklyn College program that is 

designed to introduce female and minority students to the wide range of careers possible with an 

education in computer science and helps students develop the early skills necessary to pursue such 

careers. The Summer Workshop is an eight-day program where students explore new technologies in 

games, multimedia, robotics and simulations, as well as practical applications of computing to medical, 

legal and business fields. The 2008 Summer Program will be held from July 7 to 17, Monday through 

Thursday each week, 10am-4pm each day. A Showcase will be held on the evening of July 16 in which 

family and friends can come to campus and see demonstrations of projects the students have developed 

during the Workshop. 

 

Eligibility 

Bridges is open to high school juniors and seniors with an interest in computers. Students from all 

experience levels, with strengths in any discipline–not just science and/or math–are encouraged to apply.
